For wood and non metallic industrial coatings, 
RHEOLATE 125 additive offers flexible  
incorporation in your paint formulation. It can be 
added as the last component in the letdown stage in 
coating production. It can be incorporated directly 
into the paint system without dilution or 
pre-neutralisation. RHEOLATE 125 additive should 
be thoroughly mixed into the product to ensure a 
homogeneous system. RHEOLATE 125 should be 
added prior to an increase in pH. The system must 
have a final pH of 8.0. Addition of a base like 
ammonia or 2-amino methyl propanol may be 
necessary. 

In waterborne metallic coatings, RHEOLATE 125 
should be diluted to 10% and pre-neutralized to a 
ph of 5.5 - 6.0. 

It may be necessary to increase mill-base solids in 
paints to achieve optimum pigment dispersion when 
no thickener is present in the mill-base.
